                           with I-210A class rules:  mast band measurement will be checked on all boats.

                 7 – SAILING INSTRUCTIONS – will be available at registration.

                 8 – RACING AREA – a chart of the racing area will be posted at registration.

                 9 – COURSES – will be as described in the I-210A Championship Regulations and will be

                           included in the Sailing Instructions.

               10 – SCORING – The low point scoring system of Appendix A (RRS) will apply.  Races held

                          on Sunday will constitute the Graves Plaque Regatta.  Races held on Monday will

                          constitute the Wallace Trophy Regatta.  The combination of all races will constitute the

                          Midwest Championship Regatta.    One “throw out” will be applied to each boat’s score if

                           all 6 races are completed.  A minimum of one race will constitute each regatta.

               11 – SAFETY – Boats retiring during scheduled racing shall notify the Race Committee on the

                          water or the Regatta Committee immediately upon reaching shore.

               12 – RADIO COMMUNTICATIONS – Other than an emergent situation, a boat shall

                           neither make or receive radio communications not available to all boats while racing.

                           This restriction also applies to the use of cellular telephones.

                    13 – PRIZES – will be awarded to the first three finishers of the Graves Plaque, the Wallace

                           Trophy and the overall Midwest Championship.

               14 – WAIVER OF LIABILITY – Each competitor will be required to sign a waiver of loss,

                          damage, or injury to persons or property occurring in conjunction with the regatta or on

                          the property of the Gull Lake Yacht Club and the Gull Lake Country Club.  All participants

                          shall specifically agree that the Gull Lake Yacht Club, the Gull Lake International 210

                          Fleet, the Gull Lake Country Club and all of their officers, employees, agents, volunteers

                          and or/agents shall not be responsible for any loss, damage or injury that may occur to

                          person or property, whether ashore or on the water during the course of this event for

                          any reason.
