2007 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1.
All races will be governed by the rules as defined in the The Racing Rules of Sailing by the United States Sailing Association (USSA).

2.
Eligible boats/skippers may race by completing registration with GLYC and their individual fleets. (Races scored when dues are paid).

3.
Races shall follow the approved and published GLYC Race Schedule (GLYC bulletin board and GLYC website).
4.
The Race Committee (RC) may fire 1 (one) gun approximately 30 minutes prior to the first scheduled starting time. 

5.
The COURSES will be Windward-Leeward with buoys to Port unless signaled differently on the Course Board on the starboard side of the RC boat.  An offset buoy at the windward mark may be utilized.

6.
The Starting Sequence and number of Laps for individual fleets will be displayed from the Course Board located on the starboard side of the RC signal boat reading left to right. “AO” will designate the All Others start.
7.
The MARKS will be large ORANGE buoys.

8.
The Starting Line will be between the RC mast and either a mark of the course or a temporary starting mark perpendicular to the wind.  Any boat or buoy and its tether attached to the RC boat shall be considered to be part of the RC boat. 
The Finishing Line will be between the RC mast and a mark of the course or a separate mark.

9.
Races will be started using RRS 26 and the class flags designated in Sailing Instruction 10.

11.
Boats whose preparatory signal has NOT been made shall KEEP CLEAR of the starting area and all boats starting. All boats shall keep clear (200 feet) of divers and diver’s flags.
12.
POSTPONMENT OF RACES will be signaled by displaying code flag AP with 2 guns/sounds. Flag AP lowered with 1 gun/sound with the starting sequence beginning 1 minute after AP is lowered.
13.
INDIVIDUAL RECALLS will be signaled by displaying code Flag X accompanied by 1 sound.  The RC will attempt to notify boats that are On the Course Side (OCS) or over by hailing, but it is the responsibility of each boat to start properly.

14.
GENERAL RECALLS will be signaled by displaying code flag FIRST SUBSTITUTE accompanied by 2 sounds.  The Warning signal for a next start for the next class shall be made 1 minute after the First Substitute is removed (1 sound), and succeeding class starts shall follow. The recalled fleet will start after the last regular class.

15.
ABANDONMENT of a race will be signaled by code flag N and 3 guns/sounds.  The RC will decide whether racing will commence within 1 hour of the Start Time.
16.
A change of course after the start will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the new mark may not then be in position. The new mark will be a YELLOW buoy. Any mark to be rounded after the new mark may be relocated to maintain the course configuration. When in a subsequent change of course a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced with an original mark.

17.
If the race committee intends to start another race on the same day, it will display the Second Substitute (with no sound) while boats are finishing.

18.
The time limit will be 2 and ½ hours for the first boat to finish of each class.

19.
Any boat withdrawing from a race should notify the RC as soon as possible.
20.
A protesting boat shall deliver a written protest to the race committee no later than one hour after the race committee sounds the signal boat horn upon docking.

21.
Each fleet shall publish its scoring system and be responsible for the fleet’s tallying. The Cruising Fleet will be scored under the Portsmouth Handicapping System.
22.
The decision to race is the sole responsibility of each boat and skipper.  Safety of each boat and crew is the responsibility of each skipper.

23.
Neither the Gull Lake Yacht Club, nor any agent of it, assumes, in any manner, any liability for personal effects or the personal injury of participants or spectators involved in these events.
